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The States Parties to the present Convention,
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Recognizing the increasingly important role of multi-
lateral diplomacy in relations between States and the
responsibilities of the United Nations, its specialized
agencies and other international organizations of a uni-
versal character within the international community,
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Having in mind the purposes an ri\&ples of the
Charter of the United Nations g the sovereign
equality of States, the i ce of international
peace and security a t&p‘romotiqn of friendly rela-
tions and coop among States,
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Recalling the work of codiftcation and progressive de-
velopment of international law applicable to bilateral
relations between States which was achieved by the Vi-
enna Convention on Diplomatic Relations of 1961, the
Vienna Convention on Consular Relations of 1963, and
the Convention on Special Missions of 1969,
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Believing that an international convention on the rep-
resentation of States in their relations with international
organizations of a universal character would contribute
to the promotion of friendly relations and cooperation
among States, irrespective of their political, economic
and social systems,
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Recalling the proyi f Article 105 of the Charter of

the United
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Recognizing that the purpose of privileges and immuni-
ties contained in the present Convention is not to ben-
efit individuals but to ensure the efficient performance
of their functions in connection with organizations and
conferences,
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Taking account of the Convention on the Privileges and
Immunities of the United Nations of 1946, the Conven-
tion on the Privileges and Immunities of the Special-
ized Agencies of 1947 and other agreements in force
between States and between States and international
organizations,
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Affirming that the rules of customary interpational law
continue to govern questions not cxgrisslx egulated by

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the provisions of the present Cw
